How many times do you pray during a day?  


There is a good custom about prayer in Kenya as we are doing home visits.


Usually we go to the houses as a team: Pastor Omodhi, Ev. Sylvester, Deac. Mary, someone else who is around, and myself. As we enter the house, before sitting down, Pr. Omodhi offers a prayer. We sit, we chat; a cup of tea or a soda is served, but not before the hostess prays for it. Then we have the Bible Study and the Pastor prays for blessing upon the Word. After the Bible Study another prayer is offered by one of the Pastoral Staff. Then the lunch is served (the visits are normally from 10:0 am to 02:00pm or later). The hostess offers another prayer for the lunch.  The lunch is followed some more chatting and the final prayer before we leave. 


Did you count how many times we pray in a home visit? Everyone prays, not just the pastor. “Pray continually; give thanks in all circumstances, for this is God’s will for you in Christ Jesus” (1 Thessalonians 5:17-18).
