I began to talk with the driver, a young guy. I asked him what his name was. “Josaphat” was the answer. “Then you are Christian?” He answered: “Yes, I’m a Christian; I’m a Lutheran!” It was a big surprise for him when he realized that I’m a Lutheran pastor. 


He came from a rural area with his wife Mary and a little boy Elijah. He didn’t look for a Lutheran Church in the big city (Nairobi has more than 3 millions inhabitants). I had a Small Catechism with me and a little hymnal that I was planning to give to the family that I was supposed to visit.  I gave both books to him and he was happy! We talked a lot during the drive. - He waited for me in the taxi during the two-hour home visit. When I came back to the taxi, he was reading the Catechism. He brought me back home. We passed in front of our church and I invited him to come to the services. I pray that the Holy Spirit work in his heart to bring him back to the church fellowship to nurture his and his family’s faith.
